ABLUTION BOWL
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Ritual Washing. The ritual cleansing of a
priest's hands duringlass.



Alb. A long white garment which can be used
by all liturgical ministers. It is a reminder of the
baptismal garment worn when the new Christian
"Put on Christ."



Religious Garment length of white fabric
worn by a priest around the neck



ASPERGILLUM

Holy water sprinkler. Arush or perforated
container for sprinkling holy water



ALTAR CRUCIFIX
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Crucifix. A crucifix with a corpus that is placed
on the front/center of the altar facing the priest.



BATTERIES FORLAVALIERE
MICROPHONB

Batteries9V batteries are used for the lavaliere
microphone in our parish.



Boat. Used to carry incense during Mass.
Normally the boat is carried by the thurifer at all
times. So the boat and thurible are carried by the
same person at all times.



BOOK OF THE GOSPELS
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Book of the Gospels. The book contains the
Gospels of Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John.
Contains only the Gospel readings. It is used on
more solemn occasions and is carried by the
deacon if it is used.



Bread.The bread used in tleelebration of the Most Holy
Eucharistic Sacrifice must be unleavened, purely of
wheat, and recently made so that there is no danger of
decomposition. It follows therefore that bread made from
another substance, even if it is grain, or if it is mixed with
another substance different from wheat to such an extent
that it would not commonly be considered wheat bread,
does not constitute valid matter for confecting the
Sacrifice and the Eucharistic Sacrament.



CASSOCK
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CassockA long black garment worn undére
Surplice. Also worn by Diocesan Priests
(Black), Monsignors (Rose), Bishops (Violet),
Cardinals (Red), and the Pope (White).
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CHALICE

Chalice. Made of a precious metal (usually gold
or silver)to hold the IReciousBlood.



CHARCOAL

Charcoal. Used tburn incense. They are self
lighting once they start to burn.



CHASUBLE

Chasuble. The sleeveless outer garment, slipped over the

head, hanging down from the shoulders covering the alb

and stole of the priest. It is the proper Mass vestment for

the main ckebrant and its color varies according to the
feast.
